Preston Park Track Wednesday 4 May

Considering it was such a cold windy and overcast evening, the turn out was excellent with 53 
riders signing on. 
The track official done well to cram in so much racing before the light went completely. 19 
events in all and the only fee for admission is whatever the spectators wish to donate, so why 
are there not more people watching? 
In the first event, a 6 lap scratch race, our own Anthony Rogers declared hostilities charging 
off the front. However, in the strong windy conditions I’m afraid it was a suicide attack and he 
was reeled in with 2 laps to go. Rich Middlemiss (Sheffield Sports CC) won the sprint and Paul 
Gosling got second place, well done Paul. 
There was a spectacular crash during the senior sprint heats. Easing down after the finish, 
Gavin Powell (Brighton Mitre) and Stuart Nisbett (Crawley Wheelers) clashed and went flying 
over the trackside railings. Our Sally Page was instantly on the scene looking after them and 
phoning for the ambulance. At present I don’t know how seriously they were injured but I’ll try 
to find out. 
 
As I have stated in the by-line Gavin supplied the report and it is posted on the British Cycling 
website. He gave credit to two of our development squad, ‘Of note among the senior racing 
was the participation of the track’s top three youths. VC Jubilee’s Peter Mitchell and Matt 
Howard and Sussex Nomads’ Adam Gent all looked at home with their older rivals and put up 
outstanding performances on the night.’ Well done Pete and Matt.
